Bowsprits frequently feature on hi-tech racing yachts, but modern
sail technology has also improved ease of sail handling for cruising
sailors. The Xp 44 takes this dual-purpose nature further with its
innovative bow options. A removable carbon bowsprit can be used
to set asymmetric spinnakers or Code Zero sails, either in conjunction
with a robust steel anchor roller or with the anchor roller removed.
For those who prefer to fly a gennaker or cruising chute without the

bowsprit, there is a secure stem pad-eye at the bow.

The Xp 44 foredeck also conceals a large self-draining anchor locker
with underdeck windlass and chain, and a separate dry sail locker.
The clean lines are complemented by flush hatches on the foredeck

and coach roof.

An under-deck furler makes for hassle-free headsail handling, while a

recessed tack attachment gives improved aerodyamics for racing jibs.

console fittings to provide information right at the

helmsman’s fingertips. Once under sail the skipper
can adjust their stance for the perfect helming
position utilising the twin angled foot chocks,

which fit flush when not in use, while an optional

sprayhood provides protection on deck.

The Xp 44 also features a “pop-up” cockpit table,
concealed in the cockpit sole when stowed away for
obstruction-free access to all sail controls and the
companionway, which has “saloon-style” double
doors. The optional folding bathing platform

includes a recessed telescopic swim ladder.

Twin lockers are situated in the aft cockpit to

provide ample storage, including an under-deck

liferaft locker.
